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Report:

Out of earlier workshops health consumers voted to promote the greater use of patients being treated in their homes.  HCC presented their views before this States Clinical Senate when they voted on the issue of Ambulatory Care.  In the intervening years HCC through its network of health consumer representatives have monitored this progression and stalling of the idea of more patients being treated in their home.  Currently HCC continues to monitor these events through its consumer representation and we are pleased to confirm that a trial is now underway and conducted by UWA and Curtin to see how well patient transport and a service provider can be integrated where appropriate to offer patients home care in lieu of the equivalent treatment at a hospital.  HCC has continued to have a positive approach to these trials and will continue to keep its members’ informed.
