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Call for Speakers Factsheet 

What would be your role as a speaker?
As a speaker of the Speakers Bureau, you will be required to conduct at least 4 Speakers Bureau information sessions a year on the following topics
 
· Using WA’s health system
· Rights and responsibilities as a health consumer
· Where to go if you are having difficulties using the health system
· Health Consumers’ Council (HCC), who we are, our services and activities
· How the community can get involved
The sessions usually run for approximately ½ hour plus 10 -15 minutes question and answer time.  
You will be expected to conduct the information sessions in accordance with HCC’s purpose, vision and values and undertake all reasonable preparation for the presentations.

Who can become a speaker for the Speakers Bureau?
HCC members who:
· have a strong understanding of and commitment to health consumer issues and/or experience of the WA health system; 
· have public speaking skills or are willing to commit to public speaking training and practice;
· have completed the Health Consumers’ Council’s volunteer and public speaking training;
· share the purpose, vision, values of Health Consumers’ Council; and
· agree to abide by the Health Consumers’ Council’s Code of Conduct







What is in it for you if you join the Speakers’ Bureau?
As part of the bureau, you will be provided with volunteer and public speaking training to develop your skills as a speaker.  For each presentation you provide, you will also be entitled to an allowance:
· metro speaker $25 per presentation; and 
· country speaker $50 per presentation
In addition, you will have the opportunity to: 
· make presentations to the public and develop your public speaking skills;
· participate in free volunteer and public speaking training
· add your public speaking skills and experience to your resume/CV;
· make a difference to how the community engages with the health system; and
· network with government departments, community organisations, groups, clubs and more

What happens if you are not a HCC member and are interested in registering for the programme?

You can join HCC as a member.  HCC offers free membership to members of the public.
As a HCC member you will also: 
· be kept up to date about health issues;
· have your say on health policy; 
· have the opportunity to represent the Council at conferences and meetings; and
· receive HCC’s free Health Matters magazines.
