WORLD SEXUAL HEALTH DAY
4 September

CONCEPT: An international celebration of sexual health and sexual rights. The aim is to involve as many countries and cities within countries, as possible.
PURPOSE: To encourage discussion and recognition of sexual health as an integral part of overall health. To demonstrate that people have the right to discuss sexual matters and to access information and resources.

ETHOS: To be totally consistent with the values and aims of the World Association for Sexual Health. That is to promote and support the right to express one’s sexuality in a healthy and responsible way. WAS is committed to ethical and evidenced based practice.
ACTIVITIES: Group gatherings in public spaces.  ‘Flash Crowds’

Discussion forum: Let’s talk about….  An intergenerational exchange
OTHER PARTICIPANTS: Invite local NGOs in related areas e.g. Family Planning; International Planned Parenthood. Other community organisations including: YMCA; YWCA; Girl Power; Senior Citizens; must ensure we include people with disabilities and special interests.
SPONSORSHIP: Seek support from companies and organisations with similar interests and commitment.

The World Association for Sexual Health has organised activities in 27 countries, with a total of 34 cities involved.  We have countries from all continents participating, among them is Pakistan, Lebanon, Japan, most of the South American countries, Russia, US, Nigeria, Kenya, South Africa, USA and several European countries. Publicity material and coordinators’ guidelines have been translated into 7 languages. Discussion groups, film shows, TV and radio talk back will be conducted in many participating countries.

In Australia an information day will be held on the Curtin campus. This will be held on 6th September to ensure maximum exposure.
