Has the committee discussed any items of interest to the Health Consumers’ Council?

This committee has been fairly dysfunctional for much of the past three years with few meetings being held. Two held in 2010 (June and December). Continuing general mistrust by Commonwealth of State Data Linkage Branch. Commonwealth is in process of developing a very different approach/model to data linkage. Appointment of a new chair, Dr David Roder from SA in 2009 has helped bridge the groups. Technical and admin reviews have been conducted (2009) and implementation of recommendations has continued in a fairly measured pace.
