Please give a brief description of the issue you would like to raise at the meeting

I wish to raise awareness of the issue of the impact of pesticide poisoning on public health and the natural environment.  A recent example is that published in the Sunday Times on 28/12/2010 pg 18, “Spray link to birth defect” by Narelle Towie.
Please state the concern you feel that this presents for health consumers in WA

Recent media reports have highlighted the fact that we in WA are being exposed to a toxic cocktail of chemicals due to the past and present practices of local and state government authorities.  This being in addition to what is done domestically and in agricultural areas.  A major example relates to the dolphin deaths in the Swan River.  It is important to note that we are in WA and are still using pesticides banned overseas.
Is there a recommendation that you would like to make to address this concern?

That HCC make presentations to the relevant medical boards that all health professionals be trained and recognise the symptoms of acute and chronic persistent poisoning.  Health professionals should consider that a patient presenting with whatever symptoms eg. Those mentioned in the pamphlet “pesticides and your health” may have been subject to pesticide poisoning.
